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Developing an Action Plan

An action plan is the strategy you will use to meet goals.  The plan helps you organize by breaking down your goal into detailed steps or specific activities that you need to take to accomplish it.  

In some cases, you may need to learn new content or information in order to accomplish your goals.  In other cases, you may need to acquire experience.  In some case, you may need to do both.  

When considering what action steps you will take to accomplish each goal, consider:

What formal education opportunities are available?


Examples:  courses, workshops, training seminars, internships
What informal education opportunities are available?


Examples:  tutorials, reading, attending lectures, keeping a journal, joining a professional society/association
What types of activities can you participate outside of education can you participate in?


Examples:  church groups, sports, social groups (clubs, school groups), other volunteer work, travel
